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REMOTE VIEWING OPTIONS

The DSR video surveillance system can be viewed from another location through Internet or
local area network using a (1) specialized application interface or through (2) Microsoft
Explorer web browser.

1. The specialized remote application are in 2 versions:

a. Remote Module is the simplest application that presents a single camera view
per window. You can use multiple windows simultaneously for viewing multiple
cameras. NOTE: Remote module does work with MS Vista.

b. Remote Station presents multiple cameras within one view. The cameras
presented can be located on different servers in different locations. This
application does not work with MS Vista.

Please note that help manuals are available by pressing F1 from within either of these
applications or by reviewing the manuals on the provided CD.

2. Use of a Web browser to access DSR Web Server “Link Page” located at:

a. Various view options exist as links within Internet Explorer. These include:

I. NTSC WebCam - One screen NTSC view of the low bandwidth WebCam viewer with snapshot
option. WebCam access is required. No extra software installation is required.

ii. One Screen WebView_- One screen streaming view of a selectable camera with Record, PTZ,
Bandwidth and Resolution control. Requires client software installation, select Yes when
prompted. Video Server access required for live streaming and recording. PTZ Server access
required to control cameras.

iii. Four Screen WebView - Four camera streaming with WebView.

iv. WebView Applet - Java Applet version of streaming WebView. No extra software installation is
required. (also good for use in other browsers)

3. Mobile browsers: Blackberry, iPhone, etc.

a. There is only one recommended view,

i WebCam or WebCam Applet - Java Applet version of streaming WebView. No extra software
installation is required. (also good for use in other browsers)
