Assign a file to that window by opening the search dialog. Click the Search button or double click on the
window header to open the search screen.

Always on top - Toggle this button to keep the Playback window on top of all other open windows.
The default position, shown here, is enabled.

Auto Start - down means files automatically start playing when loaded.

@ Continuous - down means that play back will continue playing the next file in the list after the current one
finishes. When this button is up, playback will stop at the end of the current file.
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
